Buddy here! I’m so happy you’re back! 
Today we are going to talk about ways we can evaluate a webpage. I’m sure you are wondering, Chip, what does evaluate mean? Well, when you evaluate something, you are looking at it closely or judging it. For example, when you evaluate a webpage, you are looking at the webpage carefully to see if it’s trustworthy or not. 
Now, there are many things you can look at on the webpage when deciding if it is reliable. First, who is the author? Second, what is the author’s purpose for writing this webpage? Is it to inform the reader? Is it to entertain the reader? Next, does the webpage show bias? If you’re not sure what bias means, let me explain! When someone is biased, they are unfairly favoring some people and things over others. Here’s an example! A story written about cats being the best animal in the world may be biased because of the writer’s favoritism towards cats. 
After that, is the webpage current or out-of-date? Lastly, look at the domain. Remember, we can often tell who supports this webpage just by looking at the domain. For instance, if we see .gov in the domain then we know the government helped create it. Just like when we see .edu we know a school or university helped build it.
